The First Instance Court in Banja Luka and Judge Milan Tegeltija as individual judge, solving the procedure per the request of the Civic Association “Agency for Cooperation, Education and Development” seated in Banja Luka, at 21a Milana Kranovica, for the purpose of entry into the registry of civic associations with this Court, on the basis of Article 28 of the RS Law on Associations and Foundations (RS Official Gazette no. 52/01) on May 25, 2007 adopted the

DECISION

Entry into the Court registry of civic associations is APPROVED to the Agency for Cooperation, Education and Development, seated in Banja Luka at 21a Milana Kranovica Street, having the capacity of legal entity. 

Entry into the registry of civic associations shall be made with this Court under number F-1-91/07 as of May 25, 2007, with the basic goals and objectives as follows:

· development and provision of programs that will contribute to social, economic and cultural development and improvement of citizens, their communities and society;

· response to the basic needs of citizens for social, economic and institutional recovery and progress;

· inducement and coordination of activities in accomplishment of common or public goals or interests in accordance with the RS Law on Associations and Foundations and other legal provisions, on the basis of its program goals for the purpose of which the Association was founded and which it shall determine itself;
· promotion of modern environmental, social, economic, health and humanitarian activities in cooperation with government, economic entities and other NGOs both from the country and abroad;

· building of civil society, strengthening of local NGOs through institutional development, improvement of cooperation, exchange of information, joint activities in implementation of projects and campaigns, to improve social, economic and cultural situation of citizens and rule of law;

· provision of assistance to underprivileged and poor classes of population and small entrepreneurs to strengthen and develop social and economic environment, and to minimize poverty;

· linking and strengthening of civic associations throughout the country and the region through seminars and workshops in an accordingly equipped room for holding seminars, workshops and meetings;

· providing access to temporary usage of books, multimedia devices and other educational tools within the library equipped with, among other things, domestic and foreign technical literature;
· cooperation with formal and informal student groups throughout the region and their linking through joint activities;
· provision of support to agricultural cooperatives and associations of agricultural producers in building their capacities and ensuring sustainability;

Civic Association “Agency for Cooperation, Education and Development” must submit to this Court notification on any change of facts entered into the registry not later than 30 days from the conducted change. 

Explanation
